Lake Merritt, one of the country’s largest  lakes that is located 
in an urban area, is just a few blocks from the convention center and offers avid runners a 3.5 mile trail along 
its shore and stunningly beautiful views of Oakland’s skyline. The historic Jack London Waterfront, our bustling 
Chinatown and the vibrant Uptown arts and entertainment district are other options within easy walking distance. 
And just outside the convention center’s front doors you’ll find our Bay Area Rapid Transit system, which in a 
matter of minutes can put you and your delegates in the middle of everything the Bay Area has to offer.
